
SRJC’s Accreditation Site Visit, March 9-12, 2015
Q&A FACT SHEET

For two years now, SRJC has been engaged in the 
process to reaffirm its accreditation. Through the 
hard work of many SRJC faculty, classified staff, 
and administrators, we accomplished a major step 
in this process by completing a comprehensive Self 
Evaluation Report in January. Now we are ready 
for the culminating visit by an appointed external 
evaluation team. To help foster a collegial and 
informed environment during the visit, this Fact 
Sheet will give you information about the upcoming 
visit and its role in our accreditation.

What is accreditation, and why is it so important?
Accreditation is a voluntary system of self regulation developed to evaluate 
overall educational quality and institutional effectiveness. Achieving and 
maintaining accreditation assures the public that:

•	 The college meets standards of quality developed by the accrediting 
commission and its constituents

•	 The education experienced at the college is of value to its students
•	 Four-year transfer institutions, profession-related licensing agencies, 

and employers can accept a student’s degree, certificate, and courses 
as legitimate

Furthermore, fully accredited status allows the college to qualify for and 
distribute government funds, including federal financial aid. 

SRJC is accredited through the Accrediting Commission for Community and 
Junior Colleges (ACCJC), one of six regional accrediting organizations in the 
nation.

What is the purpose of the site visit?
The external evaluation team consists of trained volunteer faculty, 
administrators, and other representatives from community colleges in ACCJC’s 
region. The purpose is to verify the information provided in the Self Evaluation 
Report through on-site meetings, interviews, and analysis and discussion 
among team members. The group writes a preliminary evaluation report and 
recommendations and submits them to ACCJC for the final decision.

When is the accreditation site visit scheduled, and where 
will the team conduct its work?
The evaluation team members will arrive Monday morning, March 9, and depart 
on Thursday afternoon, March 12. They will be using the 4th Floor Reading Room 
in Doyle Library as their confidential meeting room, and most interviews will be 
held nearby in designated Doyle Library rooms. 

What will the team do while they are here?
During the visit, team members will interview faculty, administrators, and 
classified staff who have leadership roles in areas related to the Standards 
and can provide answers to any questions related to the Self Evaluation Report. 
(Note: Individuals requested for interviews will be notified ahead of time.) Team 
members will also tour both campuses plus Shone Farm, the Public Safety 
Training Center, and the Southwest Santa Rosa Center. Members occasionally 
visit classrooms, labs, and offices and may also sit in on shared governance 
committee meetings team members are also invited to attend the March 10 
Board meeting. 

There will be three sessions with the team open to all members of the college 
community. Forums are scheduled for Tuesday, March 10, and Wednesday, 
March 11, to allow members of the college community to provide direct input 
about the college to the team. The team will also present an exit report session, 
summarizing their findings and listing recommendations, on Thursday, March 
12. The times and locations of the forums and the exit report session will be 
announced to the college community via email the week before the visit.

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What else should we know about the site visit?
While the purpose of the visit is evaluative, the process remains collegial, 
respectful, and professional. If you are asked to meet with members of the team, 
provide honest and straightforward answers. If you are unsure how to answer 
certain questions, please direct team members to the Accreditation Liaison 
Officer, Mary Kay Rudolph, who will identify other individuals who can provide the 
requested information.

What happens after the site visit?
After completing the exit report, which is essentially a draft, the team leader finalizes 
the External Evaluation Report and team confidential recommendations and 
submits them to ACCJC. The College is given the opportunity to review the External 
Evaluation Report and correct errors of fact. Based on the External Evaluation 
Report and recommendations, ACCJC will determine SRJC’s accreditation status at 
its June 30, 2015, meeting. The Commission’s decision may be one of the following:
•	 Reaffirmation of SRJC’s accreditation
•	 Reaffirmation with a progress report and possibly a follow-up visit
•	 A warning that deficiencies must be corrected within a year in order for 

accreditation to be reaffirmed
